[image: image1.wmf]This is the diagram I referred to in my e-mail of 29 June. There are five concentric circles: the outer three represent excreted pathogens in the wastewater, in the field and on the crops; the inner two represent the risks to fieldworkers and consumers. 
If you do nothing ("No protective methods"), then the risks to both groups are high. The other extreme is "Full treatment" - i.e., treatment to less than 1000 faecal coliforms per 100 ml and less than one egg per litre (the WHO guideline levels), and the risks are essentially zero. Between these two extremes you can do a variety of things to minimize the risks.
